· 9/30, Inspector stopped a truck on Route 11 in Springfield. The driver had no medical card and was placed out of service. 
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· 09/30, Sgt stopped a commercial motor vehicle which failed to stop at the Waterford safety checkpoint, the carrier was found to not have operating authority, and the driver did not have hours of service.
